FRIENDS STUTTERING WORKSHOP

This year’s Friends and Family Day workshop for children who stutter, their parents and Speech-Language Pathologists, takes place at Fontbonne University.  Invited speaker E. Charles Healey of the University of Nebraska-Lincoln is a board recognized specialist in fluency disorders who has been involved in the assessment and treatment of stuttering for over 30 years.  This workshop, presented for the eighth time in the St. Louis area, is designed to bring together children and teens who stutter, their parents, members of stuttering self-help groups and speech-language pathologists.  The workshop format includes presentations, small group discussions and panel presentations.  Emphasis will be placed on integrating treatment techniques and support services for people who stutter.  Offerings for children include fun activities facilitated by speech-language pathologists and members of the stuttering community.  Parents will have the opportunity to meet with other parents, share experiences and learn how to support their children.  Dr. Healey will talk with the SLPs about topics that include incorporating a multidimensional model of stuttering into assessment and treatment, why therapy techniques may not be the primary focus of therapy, the use of meaningful communicative interactions in therapy, how to develop appropriate IEP goals, and ways to measure progress in therapy.  Dr. Healey will speak with parents about why stuttering is such a difficult problem to change, ways they can help their child, ways to advocate for their child and the importance of parent involvement in treatment. .5 CEU’s will be offered.
